4. Write and play a simple score expressing the story of Foundation Day and the 
celebrations that are conducted around the public holiday. 

 
5. Use introduction, development and conclusion to write a script about the cutting down 

of the tree by Helena Dance.  In small groups create mimes based on your scripts and 
present them to the class.
