1. Create a Foundation Day greeting banner. 
 
2. Create a Foundation Day banner announcing what is great about your city or town. 
 
3. Display posters, photographs and historical items from your city or town.  
 
4. Ask your library to invite a member of the local Historical Society to talk on 

Foundation Day.  
 
5. Create your own Foundation Day greeting card and send it to a friend or family 

member. 
 
6. Design a puzzle on a Western Australian Foundation Day theme. 
 
7. Create a mural about Foundation Day. 
 
8. Create your own regional Western Australian or multicultural recipe.  Try it out! 
 
9. Create a series of chalk drawings about Foundation Day in your region.  
 
10. Construct a sculpture which expresses your impressions about your city or town, 

your State or the significance of Foundation Day.  Organise a ceremony to unveil 
the sculpture. 

 
11. Build and fly kites with messages about your city or town, about Western Australia, 

and Foundation Day. 
 
12. Design signposts.  Each one should have a Western Australian, multicultural or 

Foundation Day theme. 
 
13. Buy some balloons, draw on or paint them and attach a message for Foundation 

Day.  Launch them on the day. 
 
14. Make damper, ANZAC biscuits and Billabong biscuits for afternoon tea. 
 
15. Collect leafs and make a Foundation Day collage. 
 
16. Decorate a plain t-shirt with a map of your area showing your favourite places. 
 
17. Create a display with a historical or regional theme.  Invite others to visit your 

display. 
 
18. Present speeches, stories, plays and posters with a Foundation Day theme. 
 
19. Research and prepare a database with facts and figures about your region and its 

historical background. 



 

 
20. Invite guests to a morning tea.  Run a facts and trivia quiz on Western Australia or a 

TV style quiz show.  
 
21. Prepare a list of interview questions about your city or town and interview a local 

person of your choice. 
 
22. Design a questionnaire on Foundation Day. 
 
23. Invite students from local schools to re-enact important events in the history of your 

city or town and Western Australia. 
 
24. Invite a local resident to make a video about some aspect of your city or town. 
 
25. On Foundation Day provide some interesting facts, trivia and stories about our 

State. 
 
26. Collect or create brochures about your city or town.  Display them for visitors to plan 

a travel itinerary visiting interesting sites.
