Include arguments in favour and reasons or examples to support these ideas 
Include arguments against and reasons or examples to support these ideas 
Use persuasive language
Use cohesive language to link ideas or to show change of opinion. 

Conclusion
Give a summary of arguments from both sides
Evaluate which arguments are the most effective.
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
